Samples from Alabama, Florida, Michigan, Texas and Wisconsin 
 

FROM ALABAMA 
CLOVER & WILDFLOWER HONEY - the primary honey plants in Alabama are 
sourwood, gallberry, clover, Tulip Poplar, soybean, and cotton.  Clover and other 
legumes yield an amber-colored, mild-flavored honey.  Soybean and cotton yield a 
light honey with good flavor.  The northern Alabama honeys are ŦǊƻƳ !ƴŘŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ 
άIŜŀǊǘ ƻŦ 5ƛȄƛŜέ Honey (beekeepers Ed and Brenda) and beekeeper James Gunter (all 
of Albertville)Σ ŀƴŘ IƛǘŜΩǎ IƻƴŜȅ ƻŦ /ǳƭƭƳŀƴ.  Donated by Ginger Brenning and 
Eric Sandine. 
  

FROM FLORIDA 
ORANGE BLOSSOM HONEY, from the blossoms of orange trees and popular with 
Florida tourists, is a mild honey with heavy floral overtones.  Generally described as 
άƧǳƛŎȅέ ƘƻƴŜȅΣ ƛǘ Ŏŀƴ ǾŀǊȅ ƛƴ ŎƻƭƻǊ ŀƴŘ ŦƭŀǾƻǊ ŦǊƻƳ ȅŜŀǊ ǘƻ ȅŜŀǊΦ  The Florida honey 
comes from Winter Park Honey, a family-owned honey farm with hives in Florida and 
Colorado.  Donated by Ohio State Beekeepers Association. 
  

FROM MICHIGAN 
STAR THISTLE HONEY comes from a plant considered to be an invasive, noxious weed, 
threatened by eradication by environmentalists.  However, the honey bees love the 
nectar from this prickly plant. . . and how lucky for us.  This lovely honey is mild, light 
in color, not too sweet and tastes like nothing else. 
  

FROM TEXAS 
HUAJILLO HONEY is from the Huajillo plant which grows only in northern Mexico and 
southwest Texas and is first cousin of the Honey Mesquite tree.  Honey from this plant 
is mild with a hint of pit grilled smokiness.  LǘΩǎ ŀ ƎǊŜŀǘ ŀƭƭ ŀǊƻǳƴŘ ǘŀōƭŜ ƘƻƴŜȅ ŀƴŘ 
excellent for baking light breads.  The pea like seed pods provide important winter 
food for some animals of the brush country of south Texas.   
  
YAUPON HOLLY HONEY from central and east Texas is less sweet than most.  LǘΩǎ ŀ 
medium to full-bodied woodland honey with a slight bitterness which balances its 
natural sweetness.  Not just for honey production, for centuries, native Texans have 
made a dark, caffeine rich drink from the dried leaves of Yaupon Holly. 
 
The Texas honey comes from Walker Honey Farm - 80 years and 3 generations of 
beekeeping and honey production.  Donated by Ohio State Beekeepers Association. 
  

FROM WISCONSIN 
CRANBERRY HONEY comes to us from the cranberry bogs of Wisconsin, a state that 
has a surprising number of cranberry bogs.  This honey is described as having a strong 
berry flavor without the harshness of the cranberry and has a beautiful red cast when 
held up to light.  Without honey bees, cranberry bogs produce approximately 15 
berries per square foot.  With honey bee pollination, they produce up to 150!
